Roll Call:

· Since the last call MD has updated to the latest version (1.20) of AWQMS and is now using it to importing beach data.  Also they recently ran a script to correct sample fractions for their migrated data.  MD is now also pushing incremental changes to WQX.
· Alaska just migrated to new servers.
· Arizona is just observing at this point and is not yet using AWQMS.

· Southern Ute Tribe – Attended the National Tribal Water Council conference.  They are starting to import biological data.  Bi-annual w/chemical being loaded. (???)  They are starting to use the Data Analysis Tool graphs and reports.

· Utah is working with Gold Systems to create some enhancements such as a tool for trip planning.  Just completed server upgrades.  They are still testing QA/QC thresholds validation and resolution enhancements.  They are still importing chemical data and submitting chemical data to WQX.

AWQMS Development Status Update:

Gold Systems reported that they are working on the following items:
· Recently completed an enhancement to allow AWQMS to provide a public access capability, if desired.
· Currently working on a trip planning enhancement.
· Currently working on a project level security enhancement.
These enhancements should be released to the general community in approximately mid February.
Items Gold Systems will be Working On in the Near Future:
· Adding a rapid data entry page for fish population census data.
· Adding the monitoring location coordinates to the standard export in the DAT.
· Enhancing certain DAT graphs to allow for comparison of recurring periods within a date range.
Open discussion for any issues that users are having:
· Nothing has been done yet on adding a AWQMS user group “sidebar” to the Exchange Network Conference… but Gold Systems has a task to look into this.  It hasn’t been a high priority due to the enhancements that have been under way.  It was suggested that this could be a conference call in addition to a live meeting for those who can’t make it to the conference.
· UT is working through the process of deciding what will need to be done to get Utah bug data loaded into AWQMS.

· UT is working on implementing the public access enhancement.  Maryland is interested to see how that goes and how it will work.
