Roll Call:

Each organization explained where they are in their implementation and usage of AWQMS.

AWQMS Development Status Update:

Gold Systems provided an update of AWQMS development efforts under way.

1. During the last Community Call there was mention of a new AWQMS feature to be able to create named sets of "standards" for an organization and then use them on the Data Analysis Page (e.g. Graphs, Exceedance Reports, etc).  We have now revised the terminology and are referring to them as "Thresholds".  Likewise, through funding from Utah, we are expanding their use to include validation of import data and hand entered data (i.e. value range checking)..
a. In answer to a question, it was confirmed that there can be multiple sets of thresholds created for each organization.  For example, one set might be used for value range checking on import data and another on an exceedance report or graph.
2. The task to break up large XML submission files has been dropped due to lack of funding
3. There have been two new bugs that have been fixed and included in the latest release of AWQMS 1.16.  

a. There was a correction to the WQX Export feature where the tag for lab information was in the wrong position.
b. There was a correction to the Rapid Data Entry page so that the detection limits are saved.  Previously this information was not being saved.

i. Ryan mentioned that he can send out a database script to anyone that uses the Rapid Entry Page to determine if they have records that have been affected by this bug.

4. The security settings in the next release of AWQMS will be expanded to allow an installation of AWQMS to be configured so that only a System Administrator or Organization Administrator can submit data to CDX.  Previously, AWQMS allowed anyone with any rights to an organization to submit data to CDX

Wish list items for enhancements:

1. Discussion about integration of laboratory data directly into AWQMS

a. Utah is considering xml files.

b. Maryland requested xml files, but lab didn’t consider it currently feasible.  Fred said that they are working on an electronic format.

c. Julie from Metro Waste water said they receive .csv files and used an import configuration.  Julie mentioned that they have a field that contains multiple data elements that they currently have to manually parse before loading into AWQMS.
i. Gold Systems advised that they import configurations are robust enough to handle a one-to-many mapping and suggested Julie contact Andy for assistance.

d. Kansas stated that their lab pushes data directly to their old Oracle database, and then they do an export from the old Oracle database and then load it into AWQMS for QC and WQX submissions.
2. There was no comment on a previous issue regarding database users exporting data from AWQMS

3. Utah solicited feedback on their current security enhancements plans for AWQMS

a. Kate said they are planning on providing access to AWQMS to non-state users using the following ideas

i. Public access to AWQMS pages via guest login
ii. Volunteer access to AWQMS pages via guest login
1. Limiting pages in AWQMS that the public can view

b. She also mentioned they plan to limit who can create/edit monitoring locations

4. Utah solicited feedback on their current plans to create a mapping interface 

a. Gold Systems explained the existing Google Maps applications built for Tribes and volunteer groups

b. Kate mentioned that they prefer the Google Maps, but are also looking into the possibility of making use of their GIS department and the ESRI products for specific reporting.

c. Kate suggested the that Google Maps would be for public interaction

i. Kate stateed that they would like to make use of the Gold Systems Google Maps, and increase the searching and filtering capabilities, include standard reporting, and enhance exceedance reporting.

d. Fred agreed that Google Maps seems to be more user friendly and that they are considering something like what Kate described
e. Brian said Alaska would be interested.

f. Matt from Region 10 said that they are about to release an ESRI map and will provide the link once available
5. There was no comments about ATTAINS or beaches integration

6. Utah would like to add QA/QC checking to AWQMS on import

a. Kansas has documented the QA/QC checks and successfully worked with their laboratory to get the fixes made

b. Mike agreed to discuss with Kate the lessons learned from the  the QA/QC check that they implemented.
