Next Meeting:

November 15, 2011 for the next call.  Time has been set at 11:00 AM MT.  
Roll Call:

Each organization explained where they are in their implementation and usage of AWQMS.

AWQMS Development Status Update:

Gold Systems provided an update of AWQMS development efforts under way.

1. Wrapping up a new multi-characteristic, single location over time line graph in the Data Analysis Tool.
2. Wrapping up the threshold validation and resolution work.

3. Wrapping up the Characteristic, Unit of Measure, Sample Fraction, Combination (CUSC) validation and resolution.

4. Starting into the analysis for Project Level Security.

5. Completed a bug fix for the export/submit problem where the exported file contains an activity ID multiple times; once for each associated project.  Will be included in the next release.

6. Next release, we are shooting for a test release to the UT test environment around the 21st and probably roll that to production around the end of October or early November.  

Open discussion for any issues that users are having:

1. Fred mentioned and issue that came up during a data migration to EPA.  Mark Confirmed with Ryan after the call the issue that Fred brought up was the same issue that had been resolved for Utah regarding activity IDs being included in the export file more than once due to associations with multiple projects.  The next update of AWQMS will include the resolution for the error.

2. AWQMS does not export/submit preliminary data to WQX.

There was discussion about using the AWQMS forum for issues and to post resolutions.  It appears that the forum is not currently used much but it was agreed that the AWQMS forum would be a good way to conduct and document community discussions and to build a consensus for solutions for AWQMS issues or opportunities requiring group buy-in.  Sue is going to give the forum a test to verify that it is working.  For now, issues should be emailed and not logged on the forum.  Tribal users should email issues to Andy (andyv@goldsystems.com).  State users should email issues to Mark (markl@goldsystems.com ).  The suggestion was made that issues found and resolved could be posted on the forum.  (Currently these are listed in the release notes that are posted for each release).

3. There was a discussion of the project level security and a brief overview of what this feature will be.  Mark explained that the feature will allow an organization to restrict/provide access on a per user/project basis; whereas now it is on a per user/organization basis.  In other words, a user who currently has access to your organization has access to all of your organization’s progress.  It was generally agreed that this will be a nice feature.
Wish list items for enhancements:

1. Utah mentioned public access to the AWQMS database and asked if others were interested in that as well.  No others mentioned anything, but Dave of Gold Systems mentioned that the New Jersey DEQ is looking into AWQMS and one component that they are considering is how AWQMS can be made publicly available.  Dave also mentioned that the Colorado Data Sharing Network uses AWQMS in a public fashion as well.
2. Modifications to provide an ability to import a “crosstab-formatted” spreadsheet are complete.  The changes are designed to only handle certain scenarios and are better suited for field data than for lab data.  Gold systems still needs to create and provide a recommended template and associated instructions for use of the crosstab import feature.
